The Council provides a meaningful opportunity for up-and-coming executives to enhance their industry knowledge and networks through projects and activities that advance industry-wide objectives as well as professional development goals.
What Activities/Events Are Planned for TLC Participants?
TLC participants will receive complimentary registrations to each of the two annual strategic industry issues conferences hosted by the American Coal Council ~ the Spring Coal Forum (March) and Coal Market Strategies Conference (October).  These events are typically attended by Senior Level Executives from the coal supply, consumption and transportation industries and provide the latest information on critical issues impacting each of these industry sectors.  Each conference registration is valued at $775 for a total value of $1,550.
At each conference, a special pre-conference seminar will be conducted for TLC participants designed to advance professional skills in the areas of project management, communications, research and/or presentation skills. Each seminar registration is valued at $350 for a total value of $700.
A special dinner will be hosted on the opening evening of each conference for TLC participants, providing them with an opportunity to network with industry peers and senior level industry executives who will be invited to share their perspectives on the future of the industry with TLC attendees.  Each dinner is valued at $150 for a total value of $350.

A virtual TLC community will be organized to meet electronically in between conferences to work on the following projects:

· Provide input into development of ACC conference programs ~ including identification of prospective conference topics and speakers.

· Contribute articles and case studies for publication in the ACC magazine (American Coal), newsletters and website.

· Design a Coal Nuts & Bolts program for 24/7 electronic access on the ACC website that will serve as an educational resource for new industry entrants interested in learning about coal supply, consumption and transportation.

· Develop presentations and educational materials for outreach to educators, students and the general public.

· Develop and employ social media tools for public education on coal issues.

The TLC is organized as an open enrollment program ~ participants may join at any time.  A one-year commitment is recommended to best benefit from the program offerings and opportunities.
What is Unique About the TLC?
The TLC is specific to the coal industry ~ the community of participants and their activities will focus exclusively on coal.  The program is intended to compliment other corporate leadership development programs that are designed to advance more general business skills.
Who Should Participate in the TLC?
Entry and mid-level executives from the coal supply, consumption and transportation industries, as well as those working in companies that support these business sectors.  This program is for American Coal Council members in good standing only.
